The Miheevskoe porphyry copper ore deposit is one of the largest copper deposits in Russia. CRU, the 
independent  international research consultancy group, places it in one of the 50 largest copper 
deposits in the world. It will be one of largest mining and processing greenfield plants to be built in the 
former Soviet Union. 
 
Innovative solutions for effective deposit development 
The metal content in the ore is low, and includes many oxidized zones, which will require a significant 
amount of processing, using the latest technology. Russian Copper Company, the owner of the project, 
plans to use innovative solutions to maximize recovery of copper. Some of the latest technology being 
used to produce a high quality copper concentrate will include a SAG mill (Metso), IsaMill (Xstrata 
Technology), for regrinding "coarse" copper concentrate, and Outotec's 300m3 flotation machines - the 
largest available. The open cut mine will have a planned capacity of 18 million tons of wet ore, with 
copper concentrate shipped to pyro-metallurgical plants in Russia, Kazakhstan and China. 
Commissioning of Miheevskogo MCC is scheduled for late 2013.
